On Tuesday evening, November 14, nearly twenty mem-

bers of Trinity attended the first meeting of the Parish 
Profile committee.  After discussing the Profile in detail, 

those present signed up for sub-committee work. Some 
groups actually began working on their section of the new 

Profile.  So we can honestly say that our Parish Profile is 
now a work in progress. 
 

What is a Parish Profile?  In brief, it is a portrait of who 

we are, what we value, and what we seek.  It is designed 
with the intent of piquing the curiosity of and arousing the 

interest of any prospective Rector. It’s our greeting card 
and selling card.   Hopefully, after reading our Profile, nu-

merous individuals will say to themselves, “I want to lead 
that congregation.  I want to be their new shepherd.” 
 

The Parish Profile consists of four sections.  Part 1, sub-

chaired by Father Cliff Carr, covers our history and heri-

tage.  Part 2, sub-chaired by Delores Caskey, focuses on 
the community in which we live and includes such issues 

as geographical location, economic outlook, quality of life, 
ethnic richness, educational systems and opportunities, 

the arts, sports and recreation, to mention but a few is-
sues.  Part 3 will be sub-chaired by Carol and Jack Vickrey 

and will delineate our specific parish:  our mission state-
ment, location, membership, attendance, endowment and 

finances, liturgy and worship and music, as well as our 
ministries and programs.  Part 4, the most vital portion of 

the new Profile, identifies what we as a congregation 
value and what we are seeking in a new Rector.  Early in 

December, chairperson Bob Romeril and his committee 
will be mailing a parish survey to each congregant.  It is 

our fervent hope that every member will return the sur-

vey by December 30 so that the results of the survey and 
further discussion of the results can be discussed at the 

Forum session slated for January 7, 2007.   During the 
composing of our 1998 Profile, only 79 persons completed 

and returned the survey.  That number represented less 
than 50% of the congregation at Trinity at that time.  We

“That we may be wholly yours…” from Mother Laura 
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Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

“Almighty and eternal God, so draw our hearts to you, so guide our minds, so 
fill our imaginations, so control our wills, that we may be wholly yours, utterly 

dedicated to you; and then use us, we pray you, as you will, and always to 
your glory and the welfare of your people, through our Lord and Savior Jesus 

Christ.  Amen.” 

This brief prayer, taken from the Book of Common Prayer, is usually called “A 
Prayer of Self-Dedication” (p. 832).  As I pondered the tasks lying before Trinity, 
this prayer kept running through my mind.   

In the next year, we will draft a Profile of the Parish, work with an interim priest, 
set up committees, search for a new Rector and a new Organist.  And all of this 
while the everyday work of the parish continues on at full speed.  Children and 
young people will be taught, the hungry will be welcomed and fed, classes and 
Forums will stimulate the mind and challenge the spirit, and the round of daily 

prayer and Holy Eucharist will undergird all that we do in this place. 

Even with many talented and energetic volunteers, it’s daunting.  And because we 
need to be goal-oriented and we are anxious not to lose momentum, it is tempt-
ing to focus primarily on everything we must accomplish.  And make no mistake, 
we MUST do that.   

But the planning and doing is step two. 

During the next year, there will be times of waiting, when we are called to slow 
down and reflect on why we are doing what we do.  This wonderful parish is not 
merely a human institution.  It is not just a collection of committees and individu-
als who share some of the same ideas.  It is not only an organization spurred on 

by the questioning of the loyal opposition.  Ultimately, this parish is God’s crea-
tion and God’s property.  We exist solely and entirely to carry out God’s will in the 
city of Bethlehem and in the wider world.  This is our single mission, and all those 
things that we usually include when we speak of mission are subsets.   

The REAL task that lies before us is to hear what God wills for Trinity at this time 
in our life together.  All the decisions we make will grow from our understanding 
of what God is asking of us.  But Trinity is not a monolith: Trinity is made up of 
many individuals.  Each one of us on our own is called to ask what is God’s will for 
our lives.  And then to ask how God wants that to look as we live in the Trinity 

Community.  

As we begin the season of Advent, I invite us all to pray daily “A Prayer of Self-
Dedication”, and to renew our offering of ourselves and our parish to doing God’s 
will.  Let us utterly dedicate ourselves to God and be prepared to receive exciting 
marching orders about how we can be used to God’s glory, and for the welfare of 
God’s people.

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Outreach Series on Poverty 
On October 1st, Denise Continenza spoke to the Adult Forum on “The Culture of Pov-
erty” based on work by Ruby Paine. We learned that people who have been raised in 
Poverty have ways of thinking and acting that are distinct from those living in the Mid-
dle Class and in Wealth. Each class of people also have a defined skill set that we 
learned about when answering the question, “Could you live in Poverty?” and “Could 
you live in the Upper Class?”  Many of us would have trouble finding the basics for sur-
vival if we were suddenly without the supports we depend on. While not everyone fits 
all of the generalizations Denise presented, the model provides a framework that is 
helpful to those working with, among, or behalf of the poor so that poor people’s be-

havior and attitudes do not seem baffling to those who have not lived in poverty. 

On October 8th, Alan Jennings, Director of CACLV, addressed housing issues for those in 
poverty in the Lehigh Valley. He started with telling us that New Jersey’s affordable 
housing is in Pennsylvania, and that the success of the real estate market is partially 
what causes a housing crisis for those living on minimum wage or less. When an area 
experiences an upswing in prosperity, as South Bethlehem is now doing, it creates a 
situation where rental units become owner occupied, or the rents increase beyond poor 
tenants’ reach. Jennings sees partnerships with developers, legislation to raise the 
minimum wage and increase low-income housing, government grants and business 
partnerships as partial answers to a growing problem in the Lehigh Valley. He explained 
the failings of some of the home-ownership programs that have gotten some poor fami-
lies into homes they could not hold onto when there was any shift in their luck or for-
tunes. It takes only a layoff or car breakdown to create a financial deficit from which 
families will not recover, and they lose their homes. He explained the complexity of an-
swers to the affordable housing puzzle in ways that go beyond concerns for just putting 
a roof over people’s heads. We must work for social justice, and real living wages in or-

der to solve it. 

Rooster Valentini, the liaison to homeless children for the Allentown Area School Dis-
trict, told the Adult Forum audience on October 15th that he sees more than 600 home-
less children in Allentown. He claims we would not know homeless children if we saw 
them. Parents struggle to provide their children with clothes and things so that they 
“blend in” with other students. Even so, they struggle with poverty in many ways. 
Sometimes a homeless family moves several times in a school year, with the expected 
disruption for a child’s learning and social experiences at school. Some children miss 
school because they lack some of the non-food essentials (not covered by food stamps) 
that allow them to be acceptably groomed – such as feminine hygiene products for 
older girls and soap, shampoo and dental hygiene needs for all children. He told how 
some families keep going to the thrift stores and clothing banks to get more clothes for 
their kids, because they lack the cash or transportation to get laundry done. There are 
huge heaps of clothing in these homes, but the families lack the ability to get them 

washed so they can be re-used. 

Finally, Diana Marshall, chair of the Board of CACLV, and wife of our Bishop, spoke on 
October 29th on “The Christian’s Response to Poverty”. She explained how the Biblical 
passage “The poor will always be with you.” Is not a way of letting us off the hook or 
expressing the futility of addressing poverty, but rather a statement of the reality of life 
of those called to be a follower of Christ – we WILL be among the poor – in close social 
proximity to poor people if we are doing Christ’s work. It is a call to worship lavishly

AND minister to those Christ favored. 

Mrs. Marshall addressed the issue of

mean that the Church, as defined as a 
body of believers, cannot seek to influ-
ence the State. Indeed, we have a re-
sponsibility to speak up for justice and 

mercy in governance.
