Trinity is that we are inclusive, and therefore iweorporate a wide spectrum of opinion, some ofalvhis mutually ex-
clusive.

There is nothing more important for Trinity—or a@ristian community—than listening. Indeed, thabiwe of the
hallmarks of Christian community. Without deep amentional listening, we can misjudge each otAerd we can find
that our own private agendas begin to take preasdéfie can head off in various wrong directions, eammunity will
begin to splinter.

We must listen first to God to discover what Godtsdrom Trinity. It sounds so easy, doesn't itstén to God”. But it
takes time, energy and practice. It doesn't jugplea; we have to make room for it to happen. Weriso God in com-
munity as we celebrate the Eucharist together, edifivup our hearts in thanksgiving and offer fietis to God. We
listen to God in community as we pray Morning Pragpgether five days a week, and soon in Lent, \iebe praying
Evening Prayer together. Our Prayerbook’s titleegius a clue to one way to listen to God: togeihecpmmon. To-
gether, we listen to God’'s word in Holy Scriptuaead we pray for God’s direction for our parish anat church. How
should we change and how stay the same?

We should each listen to God privately as welbrider to seek guidance in our personal lives. Wdrdths through say-
ing Morning and Evening Prayer, or some other fofrprayer on our own, meditating, or studying thibl& not a day
should go by without listening for God'’s still, slineice. This is a huge challenge, because wahiliy schedules, and
other demands fill our day. But failing to make ¢irfior God is like setting out to drive cross couritr Seattle, without
any idea of how to get there. The possibilitiesdetting lost and side-tracked are huge.

We listen to each other in the parish communityer€hs an old saying, “Vox populi vox dei.” God age through the
voice of the people. Sometimes, God speaks dir¢otlys through other people. When we are opendeivieig each
other with respect—whether or not we agree—we athowselves to be influenced and perhaps to heaethimg new.

We may hear needs that we were not aware of, ool a new vision of how to move forward. We dreart of this

community because we choose to be. Thanks be to@odne is forcing us to be here. Each of us vesesomething
from this community and gives something.

We listen to the voices of our brothers and sigtethe world. Sometimes this is the most diffichiecause the needs of
the world are overwhelming. Even if we had trilléoaf dollars, we could not meet all the needs. Awchy of the needs
cannot be filled merely with money. Yet, the fawattit is sometimes painful and frustrating todisto the rest of the
world does not absolve us from the duty to do soCAristians we are specifically ordered to pagrditbn to those out-
side our small community—whether that communityodoe family, our parish, our diocese, or the Epistaphurch.
And we are required to respond.

Everything that we are at Trinity Church and eveing that we do at Trinity Church should grow ofitistening to

God, to each other and to the world. And | woulke lio underscore the “do” part. | experiencedranic set of coinci-
dences the other day. | overheard someone saymg abr Day of Prayer, “Oh, those people at Trimitg always pray-
ing for something or other.” Only two hours lateomeone from outside the parish said to me, “Treese much going
on at Trinity. Where does it all come from?” Lisiteg and prayer are at the root, but they can nbeethe stopping
point, except in those rare cases where God calts the contemplative life. For most of us, ligtgnand prayer pro-
vide us with the equipment to do what we are caibedo. If we don't live out our faith actively, g&ps it is merely a
hobby, and not faith? In the letter of James we:réaaith without works is dead.”

Bonaventure Study Group

In February and March Mtr. Laurd's
Bonaventure Study Group will read
many of the “Divine Poems” of John
Donne—namely, the seven sonnetg i
the sequence callela Corona (The
Crown), the nineteen sonnets called
Holy Sonnetsthe threeHymns and the
poem entitledsood Friday, 1613, Rid
ing Westward

John Donne (1572-1631) is renowned
among modern folk as the author|of
many notable secular poem3he
Flea, Go and Catch a Falling Stailhe
Canonization A Valediction: Forbid-
ding Mourning and many another; his
surviving corpus of secular poetry
greatly exceeds that of his divine po-
etry. But though born and raised in the
Catholic church he came in later life|to
have a distinguished career in the An-
glican church. He was ordained in 1615
and shortly afterwards became a rqgyal
chaplain to King James. He was fa-
mous for the eloquence of his sermans.
In 1621 he became Dean of St. Papl's
Cathedral in London, i.e., “old” St.
Paul's, the medieval gothic church Ee—
i

the

stroyed in the Great Fire some thirty
years or so after Donne’'s death and
thereupon replaced by Wren’s churgh,
visited by many of us. (But Donng’s
memorial statue survived the Fire and
can be seen in the “new” St. Paul's) in
the south aisle to the chancel.)

The date of composition of most of the
Divine Poemsis uncertain. If Dam
Helen Gardner is right, thEloly Son-
nets or most of them, might well haye
been composed in 1609, well befpre
Donne took orders. It is thidoly Son-
nets which will be the focus of our
attention; in the main they are penitgn-
tial, and so are especially appropriate
for study in Lent. Our dates and tine
and place of meeting will be Wednes-
days at 6:00 in the Parish Hall, Febru-
ary 20th and 27th, March 5th and 13th.
Jack Vickrey will be the discussion
leader.

On four Wednesdays in April the
Bonaventure Group will discuss the
Anglo-Saxon poenBeowulf—in trans-
lation, of course. Details will be ap-
nounced later.
