
Dear Congregation of Trinity Church: 
 

I’m still trying to process this latest 
development in my life and my ca-
reer!  As most, if not all, of you 
know, I grew up at Trinity.  I became 
a “professional singer” at age 8 in the 
Men & Boys Choir under Al Gundrum, 
and then from 1959 under Marvin Be-
inema, “retiring” in 1967 with 20 
years service when I began seminary 
at Berkeley Divinity School (now as-
sociated with Yale Divinity School) in 
New Haven, Connecticut (yes, the 
same seminary that Father Nick at-
tended).  My nurturing at Trinity in-
cluded: serving as an acolyte; at-
tending Sunday School (incl. the boys 
sr. high class taught by Marius Bres-
soud on the old stage); being a mem-
ber of the old Trinity Boys Club; join-
ing, and later becoming president, of the youth group (not sure of the 
name); attending Boys Choir Camp for 2 weeks each summer at old 
Camp Kline in East Swiftwater, and later serving as an asst. counselor 
and then a counselor; and later with my wife Sue (whom many of you 
know better than you know me), as youth group advisors for 2 years 
while I finished up my undergraduate work at Moravian College (BA 
in English, Class of ’67).  Yes, I spent a lot of time at Trinity!  I even 
attended, as a high school senior, a possible Guinness world record 5 
worship services on Easter morning!  (Ask me about it some time, if 
you’d like.) 
 

When I went off to seminary, the Rev. Dr. Merrill Miles (“Dinty”) 
Moore was Rector of Trinity, and the Rt. Rev. Fred Warnecke was 
Bishop of the Diocese of Bethlehem.  While I was at Berkeley, Dinty 
Moore retired and the Rev. Sandy Zabriskie became Rector.  When I 
graduated in 1970 with an M. Div. (Master of Divinity), there was no

room in the inn (Diocese of Bethlehem, that is)!  A seminary classmate from the Diocese of 
Michigan said he knew that there were vacancies in his diocese.  Sue and I and our daughter 
Martha (born 12/23/68) went to Harsen’s Island, Michigan, a resort island in the delta of the St. 
Clair River, where I served for 4 years as Vicar of St. Paul’s Episcopal Church, a small diocesan 
mission parish.  The rectory faced the St. Lawrence Seaway; across the river is Walpole Island 
(Ontario), an American Indian reservation.  While there, our son Will was born (10/23/73). 
 

After about 3 years, Sue said she would like to go back east, so we went to Fargo, North Dakota!  
(Didn’t Chris Columbus go west to get east?)  I served as Canon Assistant at Gethsemane Cathe-
dral in Fargo for 2 years.  During that time, we attended Cursillo Weekends in the Diocese of 
Minnesota, and helped (behind the scenes) to present the first Cursillo Weekend in the Diocese of 
North Dakota (May 1976).  We both continue to be quite active in the Cursillo Movement in the 
Diocese of Pennsylvania, where I am still Canonically Resident, although we now live in the Dio-
cese of Bethlehem by about 2 miles (in Spring Valley). 
 

In July 1976 we completed our “Bicentennial Project” by moving to Grace Episcopal Church, Hul-
meville, Lower Bucks County, PA.  Hulmeville is a small borough of about 1,000 residents, sur-
rounded by Langhorne, Levittown, Bristol, and Bensalem Township (about 5 miles from Northeast 
Philly).  For our Celebration of New Ministry at Grace, I invited Marvin Beinema to play the organ 
AND TO GIVE THE SERMON/MESSAGE.   
 

In 1990 I began a D. Min. (Doctor of Ministry) program through Drew Theological School in Madi-
son, NJ.  I received my degree in September 1996.  I (allegedly) retired from the active parish 
ministry on October 1, 2000, and we came home!  I almost immediately began serving as a 
“Rent-a-Priest” (supply clergy), mostly in the Diocese of PA.  However, Bishop Paul kindly li-
censed me to officiate in the Diocese of Bethlehem; to date, I have served at the parishes in 
Pottsville, Lansford, Easton, Emmaus, and St. Andrew’s, Allentown.  In November 2006 I 
preached and celebrated the Eucharist at my home parish for the first time.  And now here we 
are!!!

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Stewardship:  Our Main Work? 
 

What does it mean to be a Christian?  In one way or another, that is the central ques-
tion of our faith and of our lives.  What does it mean to say we believe in God or that 
we follow Jesus Christ or that we go forth into the world rejoicing in the power of the 
Spirit? 
 

Christianity begins with the understanding that God created and creates everything 
we have and everything we are out of God’s love.  God has imbued the world with 
richness and beauty and given it into our hands to care for, treasure, and use. But we 
are not its owners.  Everything still and always belongs to God.  We are stewards on 
God’s behalf.  Our role is to take care of those gifts, to use them wisely, to make 
them the means through which God’s love is shared with all creation. 
 

Several years ago, the Episcopal Church through its General Convention adopted a 
position paper as the Church’s official teaching on stewardship. The title of that paper 
is “Stewardship is the Main Work of the Church.” That’s a startling statement!  We 
know that stewardship is important, but is it really our “main work”?  That depends 
on what we think stewardship means.  The paper pointed out that it is through our ef-
forts as stewards that we carry out the mission of the Church, which in the words of 
the Prayer Book is “ to restore all people to unity with God and each other in Christ.” 
 

We do this by using all the resources with which we have been entrusted to be the 
means of carrying out the ministry and purpose of Christ in the reconciliation of the 
world.  The way we use or do not use resources to further unity and reconcilia-
tion in our homes, our communities and our occupations is our stewardship. It is 
both part of and much more than our giving to the Church.  Our worshipping, work-
ing, praying and giving within the Church provide the support we and others need to 
engage in the often difficult and lonely tasks of proclaiming the good news, loving 
our neighbors, and striving for justice and peace.  Stewardship is much more than a 
duty: it is thankful response to God’s graciousness to us. 
 

As we begin this New Year of Grace 2007, you are urged to consider and pray about 
what stewardship means in your life and how deeply it reflects your relationship with 
God and your commitment to God’s work in our parish and our world.  As we con-
tinue to seek God’s will for Trinity Church in the search for a new Rector, let us keep 
in mind that God calls us to be thankful people, committed to sharing the love of 
Christ and the richness of his grace with all our world.  In this world, we do that by 
giving back to God of the time, talent, and treasure that God has given us. 
 

Most gracious and merciful God, you have reconciled us to 
yourself through Jesus Christ your Son, and called us to new life 

in him: Grant that we who begin this year in his Name, may complete  
it to his honor and glory; who lives and reigns now and forever.  Amen.

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Christmas letter from Joan Sheldrake 
 
December 13, 2006 
 

Dear Family and Friends: 
 

It seems like forever since I sent my last letter so this missile serves a dual purpose....news update and 
holiday greetings. I believe I left off at near the end of October as some of the snowbirds came drifting in. 
They are still drifting in and out for the holiday season but after Christmas the noise of their wings flapping 
as they return in droves, will make the year round residents wish for the hot rainy season of summer. 
 

As I recall, I mentioned a Bible study group I joined that has been both challenging and interesting. Our 
reference book is based on the Gospel of John and I do a lot of homework each week for it. Also, in the 
beginning of Nov., we had a "Church Mouse" sale ---a rummage sale--- and the white elephant section fills 
the large parish hall with every kind of appliance both large and small. There are beautiful dishes, pewter, 
silver and lovely things too numerous to mention. There is a lot of furniture, clothing, books and children's 
toys from playhouses, bikes down to smaller items. It runs 4 hours and they made $16,000 in that time. 
Two weeks after that, the larger Christmas Fair was held. The women of the church make and freeze din-
ners to sell and their specialty of mango chutney, jellies and relishes go like hot cakes. There are baked 
goods but no crafts or needlework. Instead, vendors from the outside come in (children's shop, ladies ac-
cessories, fancy paper products, jewelry etc.) and give a percentage of their profits to the church. Again, 
this lasts about 4 hours and they do very well. The thing that really impresses me about this church is that 
ALL monies earned from ANY sales or dinners goes directly to charity. There are 12 charities supported 
each year many of them local and a mission in the Dominican Republic (workers go annually to volunteer, 
including the youth) plus our 12th home for Humanity was just completed. Many thousands of dollars were 
sent to New Orleans and Mississippi for hurricane relief. The Bishop of southern Miss. was a speaker at a 
dinner in Nov. and was very interesting. 
 

I have had some wonderful dinners and lunches with special friends. Jill and one her close friends took 
their  mothers to lunch and I met a new friend and a newcomer to Naples. There was a memorial service 
for my friend, Iris, who died Sept 11th, here in the beginning of Dec. She left a gift of an AED (heart defi-
brillator) to the village where I live which is really important to have . (Remember I live in a place with a 
lot of older people but I'm getting used to it and try to be understanding of these "older folks" Ha) I have 
been in touch with my friend from the Fire Dept. and we will review and finish our course for CERTS 
(Civilian  Emergency Response Team) in January. Then, we can run around in circles officially when there is 
an emergency. 
 

This fall has not been good for some of my dearest friends. Joan Quarry, whom some of you know, and a 
friend of 60 years, was ill in the hospital for 2 full months. She is finally home and recuperating The hus-
band of a good friend is recovering from serious surgery but he, too, is on his way back. My dear, dear 
friend, Twila, fell last week and broke her hip and wasn't found for 24 hours. She had surgery and is recu-
perating in the hospital, I think she is finally convinced to go my way and get one of those "I've fallen and I 
can't get up buttons". How I used to joke about that but age does creep in.   
 

I had another MRI last week and go to the neurosurgeon for my follow up appointment on the 21st. If you 
are praying the correct prayers, they will not have grown!! 
 

My eldest, David, arrived last Saturday but was really sick the first couple of days. In fact, when his blood 
pressure went to 202 over 168, Jill and I took him to her doctor for medicine. He had a terribly severe case 
of sinusitis, couldn't sleep, coughed all night and was so out of it. However, with treatment for the high BP 
and antibiotics, there was a huge difference in a couple of days. He couldn't focus and was slurring words, 
was not alert and the doctor said it was from the infection, all the coughing, not being able to eat and the 
BP. He ran all sorts of test at Jill's urging (David calls his sister the medical terrorist). We went to their 
place last night for dinner and to help decorate their tree and we will celebrate Christmas with David before 
he leaves. I think he will be extending his stay.  
 

To backtrack a bit----Thanksgiving turned out to be a full weekend. The night before T-day, Ryan, a friend 
of his, Rich, Jill and I went out to a wonderful restaurant where they cook right at your table. Ryan loves 
sushi and they had that also. He's due back this weekend because he and his Uncle D are going out to din-
ner together. Ryan is taking care of a football bet which he lost when Penn State beat Florida State. The 
Winterburns will love that !!

I miss all my Bethlehem friends, particularly those of you who keep 
in touch so regularly. I was hoping you wouldn't forget me!! My own family including nephews and their 
families know that I think of them often and regret that we don't see each other more often. This is a 
big country and we've covered it all.
