Dear Brothers and Sisters,

A couple of days ago, | was mus-
ing with one of our staff members
about how much busier life seems
these days around Trinity. After
talking a while, we came to the
conclusion that it IS busier. One
of the great concerns during a
time of transition is that we will
lose momentum and begin to slip
backwards into stagnation. | don't
see that at all, do you?

We have had a number of new
members join in the past weeks.
In my area alone, here are a FEW
of the things going on. In addition
to the excellent job that Ellyn
Siftar and the Sunday School
Teachers are already doing with
the Godly Play program and pro-
grams for young teens, a new
committee for Children and Youth
has been formed. The Prayer-
bead Ministry continues to grow,
and completed thousands of
Prayerbeads for our partner dio-
cese in Swaziland. An lconwrit-
ers’ Workshop has been formed.
Three of their icons now make the
chapel an even more beautiful
and prayerful sanctuary. The an-
nual retreat that we offer for the
Diocese completed its fifth year in
2006, and outgrew the retreat
center. The Going Deeper group,
which started as a Lenten class,
has continued throughout the year
to pray and study together.
Health Ministry will shortly be re-
ceiving some additional services:
the Quilters group will be making
their beautiful baby quilts for our
local Nurse-Family Partnership
(headed by Sara Klingner). We
are beginning a group to make
chemo caps for people who are

losing their hair as a side effect of
cancer treatments. We hosted
and administered the United

Way’'s new Bethlehem Interfaith

Benefits Coalition, part of a na-
tional demonstration program
which trains volunteers to help
people access the benefits they
have coming to them. In February,
ShareCare takes over the adminis-
trative portion so we can work
more to help people like our Soup
Kitchen guests (and parishioners!)
with benefits. And there is plenty
of room for improvement and
growth in other areas. Of course,
the round of worship services, ser-
mons, pastoral care, adult forums,
classes, and workshops continues
as ever.

This lists only some of what is go-
ing on in Trinity, and doesn’t touch
on Music, Soup Kitchen, Outreach,
Newcomers, Buildings and
Grounds, etc. Trinity is an exciting
place to be! And sometimes over-
whelming, even for those of us
who know and love it well.

We work for Trinity and its pro-
grams because we love our parish.
Because we feel God calling us to
offer service. Because we enjoy
time with our parish friends. Be-
cause we are grateful for what we
receive and want to give back.
Because our parish tries to reach
out to those who are less fortu-
nate. Because we want to learn
something new. We patrticipate for
many reasons. But a note of cau-
tion.... In the midst of all the activ-
ity of our busy lives in and outside
the church, it's critical to remember
that everything we do and are is
grounded in Jesus FIRST.

Our Diocese will
then review the names with the
clergy's home diocese to de-
termine interest, availability
and identify any concerns as to
suitability. This last step is a
particularly  time consuming
one. Probably, late this spring,
a list of names will be for-
warded to the Search Commit-
tee.

During this time when names
are being gathered and given
an initial evaluation, the
Search Committee will receive
an orientation and will become
familiar with the search tasks
and skills needed in the proc-
ess.
